. The Companions of the Prophet (PBUH) who Narrated Hadeeth (RA)
The term “Hadeeth Narrators” refers to all the Prophet’s (PBUH) Companions
(RA) who narrated Hadeeth which they heard from the Prophet (PBUH). This
includes those who the transmitted the Hadeeth whose chain of narration was
Sound (Sahih). Many of the Prophet’s (PBUH) Companions (RA) belong to this
category. We will only mention nine of these Companions (RA) who are known to
have narrated the largest numbers of Hadeeth. These are

Abu Hurairah (RA) narrated 5374 Hadeeth.

‘Abd Allah ibn ‘Umar (RA) narrated 2630 Hadeeth.

Anas ibn Malek (RA) narrated 2286 Hadeeth.

‘Aysha bint Abi Bakr (RA) narrated 2210 Haddeeth.

‘Abd Allah ibn ‘Abbas (RA) narrated 1660 Hadeeth.

Jaber ibn ‘Abd Allah (RA) narrated 1540 Hadeeth.

Abu Sa’eed Al-Khudri (RA) narrated 1170 Hadeeth.

‘Abd Allah ibn Mas’oud (RA) narrated 848 Hadeeth.
